Communion Service:
Scripture: Matthew 26: 26-29

· *Jesus transformed the last Passover into the first observance of the Lord’s Supper.

· *He is the central figure in both ceremonies, being represented by the lamb of the Passover and the elements in the communion service.

· His statement, “this is my body” was metaphorical language that was a typical Hebraism, and was not meant in a literal sense. 

· Jesus was using this analogy to represent His body being broken on the cross for us as the sacrificial lamb for our sins.
· Jesus mentions “new testament” which is translated as “new covenant”. 
· Covenants were ratified with the blood of a sacrifice( Genesis 8:20). 

· The blood of the new covenant was not that of an animal; it was Christ’s own blood, which was shed for the remission of our sins. 

· 1Cor. 11: 28: “ But a man must examine himself, and in so doing he is to eat of the bread and drink of the cup”.

· “ This is my body, which is broken for you; do this in remembrance of me”.

· “ This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, and as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me”.
Communion Service Order of Progression:
· Pass out bread to each deacon

· Have prayer over the bread.

· Deacons will serve the body.

· Receive plates back from deacons.

· Pass the plate of bread to the deacons.

·  A deacon will serve the pastor.

· Pastor explains what the eating of the bread means.

· Everyone partakes of the bread.

· Same procedure with juice.

· Entire body forms a circle, holding hands, and sings in unison “Blest Be the Tie That Binds”.
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
