I) The Compromised Church:
· The house represents a religious life; the rain represents divine judgment.

· Only the house built on the foundation of obedience to God’s Word stands!

· Believers today have compromised their faith and the church by allowing external activities and social interactions to distract their focus from attending church and staying connected to the body .

· NOTHING should come before God; not even our own family. By placing God first in your life, you remain faithful to church and the work and fellowship therein.

· The small, local churches that preach and teach the truth in the Word of God will turn this country right-side-up.
II) The Contented Church:

· To build your house on a solid foundation, one must repent, reject the notion of salvation by works, and trust in God’s grace and mercy.

· Believers these days are content to treat church as if it were a social club. As long as they hear what they want to hear, and are not held accountable, they are content within themselves, and doomed for tragedy.

III) The Committed Church:

· “ and could not shake it, for it was founded upon a rock”.
· God can do a mighty work within our community with a church that is full of believers who are committed to Christ and have built their foundation on the rock.
· The “rock” is Jesus Christ Himself. 
· Even though the stream of tribulation may beat upon us, we will not shake.
