“The Price of Eternal Security”

John 5:24

Clarification:

1) What is “eternal security”?
Simple definition; secure for eternity by the grace of God. This portion of scripture states that anyone who believes on the name of Christ “has everlasting life”, as opposed to “will have”. A child of God acquires this eternal life the second they receive Christ. We as Christians are kept by the power of God  and are secure in Christ forever.
2) Where is this concept validated in scripture?

        John 5:24 / John 6:37 / John 10:27-30 
3) What makes this belief different than other false doctrine?

        Jesus Christ is a living Savior. He is the Alpha and the Omega. The Apostle Paul                      writes in Ephesians 4:30- “And grieve not the Holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption”. We serve a risen Savior, not a statue of cold granite, or any manmade doctrine.
4) Does this mean that as children of God we are sinless?

Absolutely not. Our salvation is based not on any human merit whatsoever, but solely on the grace of God. We are mere trophies of His mercy. Matthew 26 :41- “ Watch and pray, that ye may enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak”.
 5) Does eternal security give us a license to blatantly sin?

No. While we rejoice in assurance of our salvation through God’s Word, we are strictly forbidden to use our liberty in Christ as an excuse for sinful living and carnality. Galatians 5:13-17.
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I) Two for One:
· We live and exist in a physical world, which one day will turn to dust, along with everything and everyone that lives within it; however, we were created with a soul that will live forever and ever.

·  Genesis 2:7: Our value as children of God does not lie in the physical components that form our bodies, but rather in the quality of life which forms our soul. 
· Job 33:4- “The Spirit of God has made me, and the breath of the Almighty God gives me life” – this is what separates mankind from every other living creature on earth. The breath that God breathed into Adam will remain in us as long as God allows mankind to remain on this planet.

· James 2:26 – “For just as the body without the spirit is dead, faith without works is dead”. 
· There will come a day, when our physical bodies will die, or expire. At that point, there will be a separation of our soul and our body- and immediately the children of God will pass into the presence of Christ.

· Luke 23:43 – “And He said unto him, today you shall be with me in paradise”.
· Our eternal life begins here in the physical world, and when our physical life has ended, we continue on in the presence of our Lord.
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II) The Price is Paid – in – Full:

· There is nothing that we can do within ourselves to acquire eternal salvation. 

· John 1: 12-13
· Someone said: “Salvation and everlasting life is free, yet it cost you everything”. This is a false statement, for anything that we have above zero has come from Jesus Christ.

· Understanding that we cannot buy eternal life, or acquire it it from within ourselves, there can never be any cost “to us”.

· Everything that we have has been given to us as a gift from God who has reigned down His mercy and grace upon us. Therefore we simply have nothing to give that He has not given us.

· Too many times people entertain themselves with the concept of whether or not they should give up what they have to accept Christ. They are ignorant and arrogant. They have no freedom. They are slaves to sin. 

· All that we can do as mere sinners saved by grace is to accept the gift of Life that was given to us by Jesus Christ.
